Prior Learning: 
 

Ten different high frequency action verbs linked to common activities. First person 
conjugation of the modal verb pouvoir (to be able) plus ten common infinitive verbs. All 
listed on the Vocabulary Sheet. 

Key Vocabulary taught in this unit: 
 

The connectives ‘et’ (and) and ‘car’ (because). All listed on Vocabulary 
Sheet. 

Intent: What do we want the children to know and be able to do by the time they complete this unit? 
 

Children will be starting to learn how to remember and recall words in a different language, including conjunctions so that we can say and write at least one short phrase 
about our favourite season. 

Impact / Outcome: What will the final product / result be? 
 

- To name/spell all four seasons in French with the correct article/determiner but will need to look at the vocabulary sheet first. 
- To say/write a short phrase on at least one season in French but may need to look at the vocabulary sheet first to support me with the spellings. 
- To say/write which is my favourite season in French. 
- To look at the vocabulary sheet first to support me with the spellings. 
- To hear and see a model answer first. I can attempt to name all four seasons in French from memory with the correct article/determiner with some support. 
- To say/write a short phrase on at least one season in French from memory with high accuracy. 
- To look at the vocabulary sheet first to support me with the spellings. I can say/write which is my favourite season in French. 
- To name/spell all four seasons in French from memory, with high accuracy and with the correct article/determiner. 
- To say/write a short phrase on each season from memory in French with high accuracy. 
- To say/write which is my favourite season from memory in French and give a reason why using the conjunctions ’et’ and ‘car’.
